RAPID Is Here!!

What is RAPID? It stands
for “Report and Police
Impaired Drivers.” This
project was initiated by the DUI Commission,
which met in 2009-2010 and gave a
recommendation to the legislature in 2011.

We have probably all seen serious offenders
who collect new cases faster than the court
can dispose them. It can be impossible to
properly prosecute a DUl when the offender is
simultaneously driving drunk in other
jurisdictions — there isn’t any reliable way for a
prosecutor to know about those until it is too
late! To deal with this problem, the DUI
Commission set a key goal of creating “a
complete, accessible consolidation of DUI
offense information needed by prosecutors and
courts, city and county.”

Voila ! RAPID was born! Well... it involved
much more than a quickly waived magic wand!
An advisory group of stakeholders has been
meeting for a couple years and the State
invested over $3 million (technology is super
expensive!).

Kansas'’s investment has pioneered something
unique in the nation. Karen Wittman, who
works in the Attorney
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tool will become a bigger and bigger goldmine.
In a nutshell, here is how it works:

When an offender is arrested, that info is
immediately recorded in RAPID. When the
case is filed in our courts, that info is also
immediately recorded into RAPID. The same is
true when the case is disposed. Prosecutors,
probation officers, and other officers of the
court who are tracking an offender can even
set up alerts that will automatically send a
notice if the offender gets in trouble again.

This tool works as an additional feature within
the KCJIS Portal. Anyone with access can
already use it to generate a consolidated report
of an offender’s history, including pending
activity. This report creates an overall picture of
the defendant without requiring multiple stops
(ex. driver’s record, Ill...).

And hold your hats — prepare to celebrate the
next move that has the potential to reduce the
number of record checks we will be required to
perform for courts prosecuting subsequent
offenses. During this upcoming legislative
season, the KBI will be working with the
Kansas County and District Attorney’s
Association on legislation that will declare the
RAPID record to be acceptable as an official
“Certified Record of Conviction.” We will be
watching this closely with hopes high!

Prohibited BIP Company

KWCH reported that a California company
purporting to offer online court-ordered classes
has been prohibited from offering its batterer
intervention program course in Kansas while a
lawsuit against the company is pending,
Kansas Attorney General Derek Schmidt said.

Court Ordered Programs, Inc., doing business
as Court Ordered Classes, offers classes
online at www.courtorderedclasses.com,
including a class claiming to be a Batterer
Intervention Program (BIP). The company was
notified by the attorney general’s office in 2013
that it was not certified as required by law to
offer batterers intervention courses in the State
of Kansas. The lawsuit filed in November
alleges the company violated the Kansas
Consumer Protection Act and the Batterer
Intervention Program Certification Act.

The court entered a temporary restraining
order against the company prohibiting it from
offering the course in the State of Kansas
pending the outcome of the case.

Report and Police Impaired Drivers
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What is RAPID?

RAPID is an acronym the stands for Report And Police Impaired Drivers. It is the name of a project
that was initiated by the DUl Commission, funded by the Traffic Records Coordinating Committee,
and executed by the Kansas Bureau of Investigation in order to improve the timeliness and accuracy
of dispositions, and access to records related to DUI-related offenses in Kansas. There are several
applications directly related to DUI prosecution that were either created or modified by this project.

Modified Applications
1 KCJIS Portal
1 Master Search
1 Computerized Criminal History (Rap Sheets)

New Applications
1 Electronic Dispositions (eDispositions)
1 Offender Summary / Summary Reports
1 Offender Alerts

Will this be in addition to KCJIS or replace it?

The applications affected by the RAPID project are all either modifications of, or additions to the suite
of applications available via the KCJIS Portal, the Central Message Switch/Open Fox,
AFIS/Livescans, and more.

Will authorized users have to get new tokens and/or passwords?

No. If you already have access to KCJIS, you will not need to get a new token or passcode.
Depending on which applications you wish access to, and the method by which you access them, you
may need to request access via your local agency TAC (user administrator).

What are we able to get from RAPID that we can’t get from KCJIS now?

All of the applications related to the RAPID project have been in production for some time. The new
applications and new features in modified applications will be demonstrated and explained today. In
short, there is more information available in fewer places than there was previously.

Will it look different?

Some applications look significantly different than they did previously. The KCJIS Portal, which went
live in 2014, looks significantly different than its predecessor. The Rap Sheet does not look
significantly different, but it does have additional information on it related to DUI’s. The Master Search
has changed significantly (for example, there is detail information available from the Kansas Incident
Based Reporting System — KIBRS — which was not previously available to the master search.
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Will this be for only KS agencies?

Disposition reporting will be available only for Kansas agencies, but many of the modifications and
new applications will be available to any agency that has access to KCJIS — which currently includes
some neighboring state agencies, federal partners, and others.

Are all KS agencies participating?

For dispositions reporting, not all Kansas agencies are currently participating. We have around 50
municipal courts and prosecutors currently submitting dispositions utilizing the forms available on the
KCJIS portal. Wichita Municipal Court and the Leavenworth County Prosecutor’s Office are currently
submitting dispositions via the electronic interface, .The Office of Judicial Administration went live on
December 15", With their electronic interface, representing all District Courts except Johnson County.
The Johnson County District Court and Prosecutor’s Office will be going live very soon; their tests
look very good, and they are ironing out final details. Several vendors are in various stages of work
building electronic interfaces (Tyler Technologies, Justice Systems Incorporated, New Dawn, REJIS,
etc.). Keep in mind that these vendors may have more than one product on the market.

Is Johnson County going to use this?

Johnson County is nearing completion of their eDisposition interface and has been a partner in the
RAPID project from the beginning. Johnson County Sheriff's Office (along with many others) has
been utilizing the new tools on the KCJIS Portal since last year.
